e Peter plays tennis.

e She likes chocolate.

Reglas ortograficas para formar la 32 persona del singular:

1. Si el verbo acaba en "-0", "-s, -55,-5h, -ch, -x" se le afiade "-es™

2. Si el verbo acaba en —y precedida de consonante, |as terceras personas se formarian
eliminando la *y" y sustituyéndola por —ies:

FORMA NEGATIVA

Para construir las oraciones en forma negativa de presente simple SIEMPRE vamos
a utilizar el verbo auxiliar do (excepto con "to be" y con los verbos modales). En este
casoparticular, al actuar como auxiliar, no se traducira. Ademas, al actuar el verbo
do comoauxiliar, se le afadira —ES en las terceras personas del singular.

¢ He does not like — A él no le gusta

Ademas del verbo auxiliar do, también necesitaremos utilizar la particula negativa
not,quedando el esquema de las formas negativas como se muestra a continuacioén:

SUJETO + DO + NOT + VERBO PRINCIPAL.:

e We do not eat biscuits for breakfast.

Cuando el sujeto es 32 persona del singular (he, she, it) , afadimos una -ES al
auxiliar:

SUJETO + DOES + NOT + VERBO PRINCIPAL (sin -s):

¢ He does not eat biscuits for breakfast.

El verbo auxiliar y la particula interrogativa se pueden contraer: do not=don't; does not=
doesn't.
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FORMA INTERROGATIVA

Al igual que con la forma negativa, en este caso también utilizaremos el verbo
auxiliardo.

En el caso particular de las formas interrogativas, se producira un intercambio de
posiciones entre el sujeto y el verbo auxiliar con respecto a las formas negativas. Es
decir, primero pondremos el verbo auxiliar y a continuacion el sujeto. El esquema
resultante serd el siguiente:

DO+ SUJETO + VERBO PRINCIPAL?

Cuando el sujeto es 32 persona del singular (he, she, it) , afiadimos una -ES al
auxiliar:

DOES + SUJETO + VERBO PRINCIPAL (sin -s)? :

e Does he play tennis?

Como puedes comprobar, a la hora de realizar oraciones interrogativas en inglés
solamente usaremos un signo de interrogacion, que se sitla al final de la oracion.
